What is a personal assistant (PA)?
A personal assistant is someone who is employed directly by a person 
with social care and/or support needs to enable them to live as full and 
independent a life as possible.
A PA may become involved in many aspects of their employer's life. For 
example, they may provide personal care and domestic help and 
support the person to go and meet their friends, go to work, 
participate in activities, go shopping, etc.
A PA does not make decisions on behalf of their employer but helps 
that individual to take control of their life.

What is PA Finder?
PA Finder is a free service provided by Surrey Independent Living 
Council (SILC) helping you to find and recruit the right PA for you. It 
also enables people who are looking for work as a PA to see your 
details and apply to work for you.
The information that is available for people to see on the site does not 
include any contact details or names. These can be exchanged once 
both parties are ready to take things to the next stage, i.e. by talking 
over the phone or interviewing.
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How does it work?

PAs on PA Finder are not vetted by SILC, nor has everybody on it been 
DBS checked.  It is the responsibility of the employer to check the skills 
and suitability of a PA advertising on it during the interview process.
SILC is not an agency and we can’t guarantee that employers will find a 
suitable PA or that PAs will find a suitable job through PA Finder. 
However, we can support employers with holding interviews, taking up 
references and carrying out DBS checks for PAs and we provide free 
training for both PAs and employers.
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Are you looking for a PA?
You can register your vacancy on the website www.pafinder.org.uk by 
clicking on Advertise Your Vacancy (1) and following the onscreen 
instructions to fill in the registration form.

Once you have registered, we’ll contact you to confirm that your profile 
has been made live on the site.  You can then search for PAs by clicking 
Search PAs (2) and following the onscreen instructions.  Please let us 
know of any PAs on the site you’re interested in by clicking on "Contact 
us if you are interested in this PA working for you" link at the bottom of 
the profile.  We can then direct the PA to your profile and see if they 
would be interested in meeting/making contact with you to discuss 
things further.

Any PAs who are looking for a job can also view your details and contact 
SILC if they want to know more.  We will then contact you and ask you 
to look at the PA’s profile and get back to us if you are interested in 
meeting/making contact to discuss things further.

Please let us know if your requirements change or you find a PA, so that 
your profile can be amended or archived/deleted at your request. You 
can reactivate your profile at any time by contacting us.



Are you looking for a job?
You can register your availability on the website www.pafinder.org.uk by 
clicking on Register as a PA (3) and following the onscreen instructions to fill 
in the registration form.  You will also need to complete an online assessment.

Once you have registered, we’ll contact you to confirm that your profile has 
been made live on the site.  You can then search for jobs by clicking 
Search Vacancies (4) and following the onscreen instructions. Please let us 
know of any jobs on the site you’re interested in by clicking on "Contact SILC 
for more information on this vacancy" link at the bottom of the profile. 
We can then direct the employer to your profile and see if they would be 
interested in meeting/making contact with you to discuss things further. 

Any employers who are looking for a PA can also view your details and contact 
SILC if they want to know more. We will then contact you and ask you to look 
at the employer’s profile and get back to us if you are interested in 
meeting/making contact to discuss things further.
